Visiting with 83 year old Antone was one of the most moving home visits we did.  Nazi’s entered his tiny village of Pisky when he was 4 and killed all 73 villagers.  They shot most of them and then put the rest, including his family, in a building and burned it down.  His mother shielded him and his brother long enough for them to escape.  An extraordinary story.  And such a burden to carry.
As his story ended we wondered how he lived with this.

“Do you know God?”  

“Yes.  When I look at the stars I know that there must be a God.”

“Do you know about Jesus?”

“No.”

“May we share with you what we know about God?”

“Yes.”  

“God loves us greatly, loves you greatly, so He came to earth as Jesus so that you and I can have a relationship with Him.  Would you like to have a relationship with God?”

Antone accepted Jesus as his Lord and Savior on that cold, almost autumn morning.  What a blessing to be a part of that miracle and the beginning of the Lord’s redemption and healing of that awful start to his life.
